Effective Evangelism

     1.     Pray earnestly

a. James 5:16b., Ephesians 6:18, 1 Thessalonians 5:17,                       Jeremiah 33:3,    John 15:7, John 15:16d.

b. Example is Jesus- Luke 6:12-13; Matthew 26:36-46.

2. Memorizing God’s Word is Helpful.  

a.  The ‘Romans Road’ is excellent.

b.  Joshua 1:8; Psalms 119:11; 

3. ONLY FEED THEM THE GOSPEL

a. Romans 1:16; Hebrew 4:12

b. Give people only as much of the message as they are ready for, and don’t condemn them; John 8:11.                                                      John 4:13-19  At the right time Jesus revealed Himself John 4:26.

4. Do not argue God’s Word

a. 2 Timothy 2:23

5. Draw people in by asking effective questions.

a. Example is Jesus- He always asked questions; Luke 10:26, Matthew 22:20, Luke 18:19

b. Ask open-ended questions. We do not want to do a disservice to whom we are witnessing. 
We want to do them a service by getting them to think and/or listening to their responses and then gently giving them His message.

c. Start-up question examples we can use- 

1. By the way, how is your spiritual life?

2. What do you think a real Christian is?- Most people will answer what a Christian does- church, read Bible…
3. Would you like to become a real Christian?

4. If you were to die tonight, do you believe you would go to Heaven? 

5. If you did die and were standing before God and He would ask why He should let you into Heaven, what would you tell Him?

6. Then LISTEN to their answers. 

a. Steer all questions and answers back to the Gospel. 

b. Proverbs 13:3

c. Look for curve balls.  

-You can respond by asking questions back
-You can respond by giving the Gospel
7.  Don’t make up answers.  

a. Admit you don’t know when you do not know.  Utilize your lack of knowledge as an advantage.  Tell the person, “I don’t know the answer. However, I will look it up and get back to you.”  

b. Then, we can revisit the conversation by later saying, “I found the answer to your question…..” This gives us the opportunity to arouse the person to hear the Gospel again. 

c. 1 Peter 3:15

8. Confront the person directly.

John 4:26-Jesus said, “I am He….”

a. We must have a way of asking a person about their spiritual condition.

-Have you ever personally trusted Jesus Christ or are you still on the way?

-That’s interesting.  How far along the way are you?

-Would you like to become a Christian and be sure of it?

-Believe it or not, most people are waiting to be asked!!!
