CR—Matt 4:19  Follow me and I’ll make you fishers of men

Observation:  Training was done publicly

Lk 7:11…accompanied by a large multitude

CR—II Tim 2:2  And the things which you have heard from me in the 

presence of MANY WITNESSES, these entrust to…

Eyes Open, Life Available
1. I must have my eyes open (Luke 7:13—The Lord SAW her)
CR—Matt 9:36  And seeing the multitude…

Question:  When you and I look around us, who do we see?

Principle
I must have my eyes open and look for the

 individual in the midst of the many.

2. I must feel for whom I see (Luke 7:13—He felt compassion)
CR—Matt 9:36  And seeing the multitude, He felt compassion for them

Principle 

 It does very little good to see the individual and only be indifferent.  

The individual was always on the heart of the Jesus.
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3. I must act upon what I see and feel (Luke 7:13—“Do not weep” and He came)

Principle
  I must act upon what I see and feel in the lives of others.

This is crucial as many of us will SEE a need and have an EMOTIONAL RESPONSE, maybe even cry and have a lump in our throat, but 

FAIL TO ACT UPON what we see and feel.

CR—Matt 9:37-38  Then He said to His disciples, …Therefore beseech the 

Lord…


Jesus expressed and exhorted His men to pray for others to be 


involved in the lives of others.

4. I must personally get involved in the life of another person (Luke 7:14 And He came up…)

It is too easy to sit on the sideline and watch or even cheer on those that are involved (flock to Pastor principle—go get them; we’re praying for you)

5. I must learn to make physical contact with people (Luke 7:14 and touched…)

We can actually see, feel, and come to someone and STOP short.

There was something about the MASTER’S TOUCH.  

Our lives are to touch the lives of others.  

I remember the 1st time when one of the most important people in my life, Cecil Bean, 1st hugged me.  Though strange at first, it was most welcomed.
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Luke 7:14  HE SAID…

All was spoken into existence and a Centurion understood this when he wanted Jesus to just “say the word” Luke 7:7, and my servant will be healed

An old song from the 1970’s had a phrase “I can’t help but speak of Jesus”

I sometimes wonder why this is so difficult for people who proclaim to have the one and only true God, the Savior of the world, the promised Helper, the Book of books, a directive from Jesus (Mk 3:14), a command (Matt 22:36-40) and a commission (Matt 28:19-20)

CR—Col 4:4-6  Paul said it best

In order that I may make it clear in the way I ought to speak.  Conduct yourselves with wisdom toward outsiders, making the most of the opportunity.  Let your speech always be with grace, seasoned, as it were, with salt, so that you may know how you should respond to each person.

6. I must be willing to give (Luke 7:15  Jesus gave…)

This is where the “rubber meets the road” in real life.  I am convinced that I can SEE, FEEL, COME to someone and even SPEAK but come up short in GIVING. 

It is just like Jesus to give.  He is the Giver of all Givers as Jesus freely gave of Himself for people.

7. I must see that God will move in the lives of others if I’m doing 1-6

(Luke 7:16  fear gripped them all and they began glorifying God.”

8. The news of Christ will spread in and through the lives of others.

(Luke 7:17 And this report…went out all over Judea…)
