Observation-  

God gives man His covenant/ promises.
Application- 

 God has given us His covenant/promises in THE HOLY BIBLE. 
Reference-  

2 Timothy 3:15-17; 

 

Scripture-  

My covenant [is]…,one of life and peace,…
Observation-  

God’s covenant/promises are of life and peace for man. 
Application-  

God has given us His Word to show us how we can have that life and peace in our own lives.
Reference-  

Jeremiah 29:11-13; Psalm 119:165; 

 

Scripture-  

…,and I gave them to him that he might fear Me;
Dictionary meaning- 
To fear someone means to be in reverential awe of them or to have strong concern in emotion.
Observation-  

God gave man His Word that he might fear God.
Application-  

God gives us His Word that we might fear Him, be in awe of Him, and obey Him. 
Reference-  

1 John 5:11-13; John 20:31; John 3:16-18

 

Scripture-  

So he feared Me and was reverent before My name.
Dictionary meaning- 
To be reverent means to show an outward manifestation of your respectful inner feelings.
Observation-  

Malachi feared & was in awe of God, & he showed his awe through a lifestyle of obedience.   
Application-  

We are to obey God through our lifestyle and actions. 
Application-  

It will be easier to obey God if we are in awe of Him. Are you in awe of God? 
Reference-  

John 14:15; 1 John 2:3,6,15

 

Scripture-  

The Law of truth was in his mouth,…
Observation-  

Malachi was found to be a man who would talk about God’s Word. 
Application-  

We are to obey God through talking about His Word. What do I talk about?
Reference-  

Joshua 1:8; Psalm 37:30-31; Proverbs 15:2

 

Scripture-  

…and injustice was not found on his lips.
Observation-  

Malachi was found to be a man who would not participate in wrongful talking.
Application-  

What do I talk about?  We are not to participate in unholy, unwholesome talking.
Note-   

A WHOLE LOT OF SINFUL actions are talked about before committed. 
Reference-  

Ephesians 4:29; Ephesians 5:4; James 3:1-12; 

 

Scripture-  

He walked with Me in peace and equity,…
Observation-  

Malachi’s results of obeying God is that he had peace and equity (fairness) in his life. 
Application-  

One of the rewards for obeying God is to have peace and equity. 
Reference-  

Philippians 4:7; Jeremiah 29:11-13; 

 

Scripture-  

…and turned many away from iniquity.
Observation-  

Because Malachi lived an obedient life God used Him.
Application-  

The result for obeying God is that He will make ways for us to useful in the lives of others.
Reference-  

Isaiah 43:4; John 12:26;Isaiah 43:19; Jeremiah 7:23
